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Controls — back to basics

Come and listen to three industry experts, including David Clark and Chris Chuah, speak about controls and frequent
issues that arise with their use.

David will talk on control philosophy and design, covering the basic but frequently forgotten rules of keeping it simple,
including user control — who controls what and how, describing the design intent in tender documents, energy efficiency
and controls (turn it off, control it efficiently), controls for fine tuning and continuous improvement and metering.

Chris will talk about the impact on energy performance of poorly performing or over-specified / complex control systems,
what to look out for when transitioning a new BMS system into operation from construction and the ongoing fine tuning
of new systems from a facility management perspective.

David Clark is a principal with Cundall in their Melbourne office providing environmentally sustainable design (ESD) and
building services engineering. David was the principal technical author of the first Green Star rating tool, and has since
worked on a number of 6 star Green Star certified buildings including VS1 (SA Water headquarters) in Adelaide and The
Gauge in Melbourne. Recent projects that have been recognised with sustainability awards include St Leonard’s
College Sustainable Living Centre in Melbourne (UNAA Green Building Award 2008) and 55 St Andrews Place (UK’s
Building Services Journal Sustainable Refurbishment of the Year Award 2007). Current projects include the Plumbing
Industry Climate Action Centre and CERES Community Centre, also in Melbourne.

Chris Chuah joined ISPT 2006 as a portfolio facilities manager providing engineering and facilities management
direction. Chris also forms part of the acquisitions and divestments team where he is responsible for managing the
physical due diligence aspects during property transactions. As part of his role with ISPT, Chris is focussed on
integrating environmental aspects and strategy into the business operations of ISPT. Prior to this, Chris was with
National Australia Bank (NAB) as the national facility manager responsible for delivering engineering and facility
management services to the NAB Australian property portfolio. He played a role in establishing public environmental
reporting for the bank with their first Corporate Responsibility Report in 2004.
